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Teens and Sleep

There are three current issues concerning the health of the nation’s youth:
lack of exercise, poor nutrition, and inadequate amounts of sleep. Much is being
done to address the first two of these problems. Many schools are creating after-
school programs that encourage young people to get more exercise, and the push
for schools to remove “junk” food from their vending machines is another idea that
is becoming more popular. However, litfle is being done to address the problem of
sleep deprivation for our young people.

Teens today are busy. They juggle school, homework, extracurricular
activities, jobs, and socializing. When they run out of fime, they borrow it from sleep.
But fitting sleep into busy schedules is a challenge—especially when so many high
schools start before 8 a.m.

This is why some people are advocating for Iater high school start times.
Recent research on teens and sleep helps explain an age-old phenomenon: teens
tend to go to bed late, and they are difficult fo wake up early. While young
children generally follow a natural pattern of feeling sleepy around 8 or ? p.m., the
pattern shifts for adolescents, who start feeling sleepy much later. Studies strongly
suggest that hormonal changes make falling asleep early a difficult thing to do for
adolescents. Studies also point to typical evening activities, particularly on
computers, televisions, and cell phones, as forms of stimulation that prevent teens
from sleeping.
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
